Intended use

used for any other purpose, we cannot accept any warranty or liability claims in the 
event of personal injury or material damage. 

The AquaClean 8000 was developed and manufactured in accordance with state-of-
the-art technology and has been tested to comply with the recognised European 
standards (SEV/KIWA/SVGW/CE).

Please contact the relevant Geberit sales company to view the declaration of 
conformity.

Safety notes

Changes

· It is not permitted to modify or manipulate the shower toilet, to install any additional 
modules nor to attempt any internal or external repairs 

· The shower toilet may only be repaired by trained and authorised experts. Incorrect 
repairs can result in accidents, damage and malfunctions

· Modifications to the mains connection cable may only be made by an expert

Operation

This device is not intended for use by persons (including children) with restricted physi-
cal, sensory or intellectual abilities, or persons lacking experience and / or knowledge, 
unless they are supervised by a person who is responsible for their safety or have recei-
ved instructions on use of the device. Children should be supervised to ensure that they 
do not play with the device.
· Only the operation and maintenance work described in these operating instructions 

may be performed by the operator or user
· Children living in the household should be shown how to use the shower toilet 

correctly
· Do not deliberately soil the spray nozzle, do not block it or splash it with urine
· Do not use the shower toilet as a urinal. Never climb onto the shower toilet or place 

objects on it

Maintenance and cleaning

· Do not use aggressive aids or agents to clean the shower toilet such as steam 
cleaners, hard brushes, scraping sponges or powder WC cleaners etc. (refer to 
Chapter "Servicing and cleaning the shower toilet" on page 25). Do not leave the 
cleaning agent to act on the surfaces

· Do not spray the shower toilet with hair spray, perfume etc.

Lights up blue Mode 1: Boiler heating always ON

Mode 3: Boiler heating set to user 
detection

Flashes and lights up red Malfunction indicator

The shower toilet has an automatic lowering function. This prevents the seat / lid 
hitting the WC ceramic appliance.

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Operating the shower toilet

The toilet flush works independently. It is operated using the flush plate on the wall. The 
AquaClean 8000 can be used as a normal toilet at any time.

The AquaClean 8000 is only functional when the user detection registers a user, i.e., 
when someone is sitting on the toilet. 

Using the shower

The spray nozzle is cleaned before and after each shower operation.

1 Open the lid and sit down on the shower toilet   The user detection is acti-
vated

2 Start the shower: Press the <shower button> (1)    The spray arm moves 
out

3 The shower stops automatically after 20 seconds    The spray arm moves 
back. To stop the shower, press the <shower button> (1) again

Result
The shower toilet is ready for use again.

Regulation of the spray intensity

 Adjust the shower spray intensity with the <spray intensity regulator> (2) 
("+" more, "-" less)

The last selected strength of the shower spray is saved.

Result
The shower spray becomes more / less intense.
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Adjusting the boiler heating

Factory setting: The boiler heating is always switched on (mode 1)    LED 
lights up blue (refer to Table "Meaning of the LED indicator" on page 20).

1 Press the <boiler selection button> (3)    The boiler heating is switched off 
(mode 2), LED does not light up

2 Press the <boiler selection button> (3) again   Boiler heating is switched to 
user detection (mode 3), the LED lights up blue when user detection is active 
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Malfunctions during operation

Malfunction Cause Remedy

No function Mains plug is not connected to power 
outlet

Connect the mains plug

Power switch (2) not switched on (re-
fer to Figure "Overview" on page 20) 

Switch the power switch (2) on 

Fuse defective Replace fuse

Power outlet faulty Have the power outlet repaired by a 
specialist

User detection IR window (10) is soi-
led (refer to Figure "Overview" on 
page 20)

Clean the user detection IR 
window (10) with a soft cloth

Software Turn the power switch (2) off and on 
again after 30 s (refer to Figure "Over-
view" on page 20) 

Water temperature is too 
cold

Boiler heating not switched on Turn the boiler heating on with the 
<boiler selection button> (3)   the 
LED lights up blue (refer to Figure 
"Operation panel" on page 20) 

Warm-up time too short because the 
boiler heating was set to mode 3 (re-
fer to Table "Meaning of the LED indi-
cator" on page 20) 

Set the boiler heating to mode 1 with 
the <boiler selection button> (3)   
the LED lights up blue

Software Turn the power switch (2) off and on 
again after 30 s (refer to Figure "Over-
view" on page 20) 

Spray intensity too weak Spray intensity setting is too low Increase the spray intensity with the 
<spray intensity regulator> (2) (refer 
to Figure "Operation panel" on 
page 20) 

Spray nozzle clogged / furred up Activate the service function (move 
the <spray intensity regulator> (2) to 
"+" and at the same time actuate the 
<shower button> (1)) (refer to Figure 
"Operation panel" on page 20)
Clean / replace spray nozzle
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Automatic lowering 
function not functioning

Hinges (7) on left and right not closed 
(refer to Figure "Overview" on 
page 20) 

Close the hinges (7) completely

Malfunction Cause Remedy

If the shower toilet still does not work properly, please contact the customer service 
centre in your country.
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Servicing and cleaning the shower toilet

We cannot accept any complaints (concerning scratches, dull patches, etc.) arising 
from damage caused by improper treatment of the shower toilet with steam cleaners 
and cleaning agents such as scouring agents, glass cleaners, cleaning agents 
containing solvents, nail-polish remover, cleaning agents containing acetic or citric acid, 
or other chemicals.

Cleaning the spray nozzle

1 Push the <spray intensity regulator > (2) in the direction of the user and at 
the same time press the <shower button> (1)    The spray arm moves out

2 Hold the spray arm with one hand and with the other hand remove the spray 
nozzle
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3 Press the <shower button> (1)    The spray arm returns to the start position 
without the spray nozzle

4 Cleaning the opening of the spray arm 

5 Descaling and cleaning or replacing the spray nozzle

6 Refit the cleaned or new nozzle directly into the spray arm opening

Cleaning the seat and lid

CAUTION
Inappropriate cleaning agents can damage the materi al surface

 Do not use steam cleaners
 Never use aggressive cleaning agents that contain chlorine, are acidic, 

abrasive or corrosive
 Only use water and a mild cleaning agent (e.g. household soap)

1 Clean the seat / lid with a soft, damp cloth

2 Dry the seat / lid and hinges with a soft cloth

Mounting / removing the seat and lid

CAUTION
Risk of breakage caused by over-expansion of seat / l id

1 Lift up the seat / lid and release the two hinges by pressing (1) and sliding (2)

2 Raise the seat / lid

3 Reinsert the seat / lid into the fastening and close both hinges by pushing 
them outwards

4 Close the seat / lid

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Cleaning the ceramic appliance

The WC ceramic appliance is equipped with a unique dirt-repellent surface. 
The unique surface ensures easy care and sets a new standard of hygiene. 
No more scrubbing, scouring and scraping!

CAUTION
Inappropriate cleaning agents can damage the materi al surface

 Do not use scouring liquid or scouring powder, highly concentrated 
chemical drain/faucet and steel cleaners or WC cleaning powders

 Clean the WC ceramic appliance with a soft, damp cloth and if necessary a 
mild bathroom or all-purpose cleaner which does not contain anionic surfac-
tants and organic acids such as citric acid

To remove heavy stains (under the rim) we suggest using mild bathroom or 
all-purpose cleaners, e.g. containing vinegar. Please use a soft non-
scraping sponge or a cloth to remove stains.

Cleaning the cover

CAUTION
Inappropriate cleaning agents can damage the materi al surface

 Never use acidic or corrosive cleaning agents or those containing 
chlorine (bleach)

 Do not leave the cleaning agent to act on the surfaces

1 Clean the cover with a soft, damp cloth

2 Rinse with water after cleaning

3 Dry the cover with a soft cloth

Cleaning the casing

CAUTION
Inappropriate cleaning agents can damage the materi al surface

 Never use aggressive cleaning agents that contain chlorine, are acidic, 
abrasive or corrosive

 Clean the casing with a warm soap solution

Environment

Constituents

This product meets the requirements of the EU directive "Restriction of Hazardous 
Substances" (2002/95/EC), also known as RoHS. This means that it is largely free from 
hazardous substances such as lead, mercury, cadmium and chromium VI which are 
environmental pollutants.

Disposal

In accordance with EU directive "Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment"

All used devices can be returned to Geberit free of charge for proper disposal or for 
recycling. This arrangement applies to all EU member states as well as to Switzerland 
and Norway.
